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ABSTRACT

This research aims to (1) analyze the current state of self-directed learning in using
English for communication with foreigners among personnel working in tourist temples in
Chiang Mai Province, (2) develop a self-directed learning model for using English for
communication with foreigners among personnel working in tourist temples in Chiang Mai
Province, and ( 3) present a self- directed learning model for using English for
communication with foreigners among personnel working in tourist temples in Chiang Mai
Province. This study employs a mixed-method research approach, incorporating both
quantitative and qualitative research. The research sample was selected using purposive
sampling and consists of two groups: 1) Quantitative research group: 200 personnel
working at tourist temples, and 2) Qualitative research group: assistant abbots/secretaries
of tourist temples, personnel working at tourist temples, experts in English, and experts
in tourism/tour guiding with knowledge and experience in tourism in Chiang Mai province,
totaling 16 individuals/monks. The tools used for data collection in quantitative research
included one questionnaire, while qualitative research utilized one interview guide and
one self-learning quality assessment form. The statistics used for data analysis were the
mean, standard deviation, and content analysis.

Research findings reveal that:

1. The overall self-directed learning in using English for communication with
foreigners among personnel working at tourist temples in Chiang Mai Province is at a
moderate level (Mean = 2.57, S.D. = 0.44). When considered item by item, it was found
that all items were at a moderate level.

2. Development of a Self-Learning Model for Using English to Communicate with
foreigners, the draft includes the introduction, principles, objectives, content, teaching and
learning activities, instructional media, and assessment and evaluation. The process is
divided into three stages: 1) Development of a draft self-learning model for using English

to communicate with foreigners. 2) Evaluation of the draft self-learning model for using



English to communicate with foreigners and 3) Improvement of the draft self-learning
model for using English to communicate with foreigners. The results of the quality
assessment of the self-learning model for using English to communicate with foreigners,
tailored for personnel working in temples that serve as tourist attractions in Chiang Mai
province, indicate an overall suitability at the highest level (Mean = 4.45, S.D. = 0.34).

3. The presentation of the self-directed learning process consists of four steps:
Step 1 - Assessing one's own learning ability; Step 2 - Setting learning goals; Step 3 - The

learning process; and Step 4 - Evaluation and improvement.
