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ABSTRACT

Development of a short-term English language training course for Buddhist
communication for tourists in Chiang Mai Province is a Mixed Method Research,
incorporating both quantitative and qualitative research approaches. The objectives of
this study are to: 1) Analyze and assess the needs for developing a short-term English
training course for Buddhist communication with tourists in Chiang Mai province. 2)
Develop a short-term English training course for Buddhist communication with tourists
in Chiang Mai province. 3) Implement the short-term English training course for
Buddhist communication with tourists in Chiang Mai province. 4 )Evaluation and
Improvement of a short-term English training curriculum for Buddhist communication
with tourists in Chiang Mai Province. The sample group in the quantitative research
consists of 200 undergraduate students studying at a Buddhist university in Chiang Mai
province. The experimental sample group includes 40 undergraduate students from
the same university. The qualitative research sample comprises eight individuals,
including ecclesiastical officials/preachers, Buddhist studies lecturers/scholars, experts
in English language, and experts in tourism/ tour guides, all based in Chiang Mai
province. The research instruments include: 1) A questionnaire for analyzing and
assessing the needs for the development of a short-term English training course for
Buddhist communication with tourists in Chiang Mai province. 2) An interview form
for the development of a short- term English training course for Buddhist
communication with tourists in Chiang Mai province. 3) A course quality assessment
form for the short-term English training course for Buddhist communication with
tourists in Chiang Mai province and 4) A student satisfaction assessment form
recarding the short-term English training course for Buddhist communication with
tourists in Chiang Mai province. Data analysis is conducted using mean, standard
deviation, and content analysis.

Research findings revealed that:

1. The demand for developing a short-term English communication training

course for disseminating Buddhism to tourists in Chiang Mai province is generally at a

high level.



2. The development of this short-term training course should focus on
enhancing speaking, listening, reading, and writing skills in English that enable clear and
profound communication of Buddhist teachings and concepts. It should take into
account cultural and religious diversity. Utilizing various learning media, such as videos,
slides, and digital resources, can help learners better understand and retain Buddhist
principles. The course should integrate fundamental English language skills with
Buddhist content.

3. The students' satisfaction with the short-term training course in English for
Buddhist communication with tourists in Chiang Mai province was generally at a high
level.

4. The effectiveness of the short-term training course in English for Buddhist

communication with tourists in Chiang Mai province was overall at the highest level.
