ABSTRACT

The development of English potential to prepare for being a Buddhist missionary
monk for novices in Chiang Mai province, the objectives of this research were: 1) To study
and analyze the English language proficiency in preparing novice monks in Chiang Mai
Province to become Dhamma missionaries; 2) To develop an English training curriculum
to prepare novice monks in Chiang Mai Province for becoming Dhamma missionaries; and
3) To develop English language proficiency to prepare novice monks in Chiang Mai Province
for their role as Dhamma missionaries. This study employed a mixed- method research design,
incorporating both quantitative and qualitative approaches. The sample for the study was
selected through purposive sampling. In the quantitative part, data were collected using
questionnaires from 200 novice monks in Chiang Mai Province, and the training tools were
piloted with 30 novice monks. In the qualitative part, data were collected through
interviews with 10 participants, including senior monks, Dhamma teachers/ preachers,
Buddhist scholars, university lecturers in Buddhist institutions, and English language experts
within Chiang Mai Province. Data analysis included percentage, mean, standard deviation,

and descriptive analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1.The analysis of English language proficiency in preparing novice monks to
become Dhamma missionaries, based on questionnaire data, showed that the overall
average proficiency level was moderate (Mean = 3.25, S.D. = 0.24).

2.The developed English training curriculum for preparing novice monks to become
Dhamma missionaries was evaluated. The overall quality of the curriculum was rated at
the highest level (Mean = 4.54, S.D. = 0.49).

3.The development of English potential to prepare for being a Buddhist missionary
monk for novices in Chiang Mai province for becoming Dhamma missionaries revealed
the following findings: A comparison of English language proficiency before and after
training, measured by an achievement test, showed that the pre-training average score

was 66.13, while the post-training average score increased to 86.63. The t-test value was



59.4351, which is significantly higher than the critical value t(29, .05) = 2.045 at the .05
level of statistical significance. The novices’ overall satisfaction with the English
proficiency curriculum for Dhamma missionary preparation was at a high level (mean =

4.30, S.D. = 0.45).
